Gun Legislation Update 
At last week’s City Council meeting, City Council discussed 
pending gun legislation.  Per our legislative liaison at the Ohio 
Municipal League, these 4 pending bills are most likely to 
move at the statehouse: 

- HB228/SB180 – Stand Your Ground Legislation 
Would extend stand your ground protection beyond 
residences, etc., and would decriminalize illegal carry 
of firearms 

- HB 233 – Concealed Carry Decriminalization 
Would decriminalize the illegal concealed carry of 
firearms at private properties, businesses, schools, 
universities, and government facilities 

- HB142 – Law Enforcement Notification 
Would no longer require concealed carry permit 
holders no notify law enforcement of the permitee’s carrying of a concealed handgun when 
stopped 

- HB201 – Permitless Carry 
Would no longer require residents to obtain permits for concealed carry if above the age of 21; 
would no longer require concealed carry permit holders no notify law enforcement of the 
permitee’s carrying of a concealed handgun when stopped; would expand the weapons able to 
be carried concealed
